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In its 2" session, the Steering committee invited the Secretary to accelerate
the process of developing a dedicated ReSPA website.

In the course of November and December 2006, with the support of the OECD
IT and Communication departments, the ReSPA Secretary established a first
version of the ReSPA website.

The web site will be only as useful as the information it contains, and this will
come above all from Member and associated institutions. The Steering
Committee Members are therefore asked to commit themselves to ensuring a
supply of material from their countries.
